Just before the Shardiya Navratri comes the Pitru Paksh
or a period of shradh. Pitru means ancestors, the ones from
whom we have descended; and paksh means a fortnight or a
period of fourteen days. This period is dedicated to our
ancestors who have left this mortal world to reside at the lotus feet of
Parmeshwar.

A number of people versed in modern education question the logic of
devoting almost half a month to invoke the departed, feeling that it is nothing
but a ritual which is being carried on without any understanding of it. Such
arguments originate from the fact that no effort has ever been made to seed
the golden culture we are proud inheritors of. A part of blame for this
negligence has to be shared by us as we have never sat with our children and
adolescents sharing with them the logics behind every practice we follow, and
in the absence of such reasoning available to the present day children and
adolescents, they consider such enriching practices as mindless rituals.

Shri Megh Raj Khera was born on 2nd October 1927 in Dera Ghazi Khan. The
date as pious as it was on this day when the the Father of Nation, MAHATMA
GANDHI and Late Prime Minister LAL BAHADUR SHASTRI, were bom. He
started his career with Bharat Insurance Company at Lahore. After Partition of the
country, Shri Megh Raj Khera migrated to Delhi and joined Dalmia Cement (Bharat)
Limited, in New Delhi and served the company in various capacities. Because of his
inclination to attain higher education, he completed his Graduation during service.
The management of the company was so pleased with his hard work, sincerity and
dedication to work, that his services were extended for over SIX years after
retirement.

Shri Megh Raj Khera was instrumental in locating and re-settling of the
Derawals in Kirti Nagar. He alongwith S/Shri Bhagwan Dass Mehta, Ram Nath
Sachdeva, Parma Nand Mehta, Hira Nand Mehta, Amar Nath Mehta, Sohan Lal
Huria, R.S. Lal & R.S. Dhingra approached various Derawal brethren and
convinced them to buy residential plots in Kirti Nagar so that Derawal Biradari felt
a togetherness just like they did in pre-migration period.
